THE GAYATRI MANTRA

AUM bhuur bhuvaH svaH
AUM tat.h saviturvareNyaM
bhargo devasya dhiimabhi
dhiyo yo naH prachodayAt

O God, Thou art the Giver of Life, the Remover @ins and sorrows, the Bestower of
happiness, O Creator of the Universe, may we rec&hlwy Supreme Sin destroying light,
May Thou guide our intellect in the right direction

Also known as Brahma-Gayatri Mantra, it is the mestred of Vaishnava Mantras. The
scriptures sing the glory of Gayatri in the highesterms. The japa of Gayatri has to be
performed observing bodily purity and silence.

A Gayatri mantra always includes the words Vidméhe approach), dhimahi (the path),
and prachodayat (the goal). The Mantra pays horagee sun and is chanted three times a
day: As the sun rises, when it is high in the sltyd when it sets. In the Vaishnava tradition
the sun represents God because, like God, it illates all that is.

When Pranava (OM) and Vyahrti (Bhur, Bhuva, Swaie) added to the body of Gayatri, It
conveys the praise of all-pervading Brahaman, thécgliment of Truth, Knowledge and
Bliss, and meditation on His divine Light and aymato Him.

The word Gayatri is a combination of Sanskrit worlthough there is some disagreement
in various texts about the exact derivation.

One suggestion is that the word Gayatri is made fieese two words:

- gayanath what is sung, giving of praise
- trAyate preserves, protects, gives deliveramamtg liberation

Another viewpoint suggests that the roots are:
- gaya vital energies
- trAyate preserves, protects, gives deliveramamtg liberation

Perhaps the root of Gayatri is indeed gaya, and the joyous celebration of the vital
energies springing forth which gives rise to thegsig of praise known as gayana.

The word Mantra means instrument of thought, sataed or a prayer of praise. So, the two
words “Gayatri Mantra” might be translated as: aypr of praise that awakens the vital
energies and gives liberation. And indeed, thiuish a prayer.

VISIT TO A TEMPLE IS A VISIT WITHIN ONE’S SOUL

The symbolic blue print of an Indian temple is thastu-purusha Mandala, a geometric yogic form ihat
drawn according to elaborate mathematical calauiati which incorporate the directions, the lunar
mansions, the planets, the (demi) gods, and theahwody. The vastu-purusha mandala is first drasvn o
the future site of the temple and serves to santtté temple structure as well as symbolically srait the
forms to the temple rising above it.

Vastu Purusha Mandala

The temples itself is a recapitulation of the bo@llge door is the mouth; the dome above the spithas
head. Just as the human skull has a suture, froichvihe soul at death departs to the heaven, sotlads
dome is pierced with a finial. The inner sanctumtaf temple is the place of the soul within the hom
body. Deity in the heart of the temple refers tod.e personal presence in the form of Archa-vigraha
archa-avatar, considered as the deity itself td&em. Contact with the image of Deity in the heafrtthe
temple is the symbolic replication of the meetidglivinity within the centre of one’s being. Becauthe
temple itself represents a human body, a journ@ytive temple is considered a journey within orfesel

While entering the temple a worshiper clangs therlowad bell to harness the energy of all senses and
focuses it towards apprehension of God. Lord, whthe Supersoul of everything and dwells within all
beings as ‘Parmatma’, is present in the templd@as\tcha- avatar and enables a worshiper to halesa
relationship with the God in the form of His Darah@and makes possible the deepest outpouring of the
emotions in worship.
